LA GRANCE TRAVERSATA BEVAGNA - BETTONA

La seconda tappa, parte dal Santuario di Madonna della Valle, raggiunge la sella del Monte delle Cvitelle, (719 mdlm), dorsale che separa
la Valle Urbra Spoletana dalla Val Tibering, percorre un lungo e panoranrico tratto di crinale, quindi inizia a scendere tra boschi, dliveti e
caltivi di alta calling, sino al borgo di Collemancio, un tenpo sede di un Municipio romano -Uvinum Hortense- di cui possian visitare
l'acropdli.. Dalle rovine scendian, costeggiando la colling, sino a Bettona, senmpre acconpagnati dalla vista di Assisi e del Monte Subasio,
dall’altra parte della Valle

The second stage, starts fromthe Sanctuary of Madonna della Valle, reaches the saddle of Monte delle Gvitelle, (719 mabove sea level),
the ridge that separates the Spoleto Urbrian Valley fromthe Tiber Valley, runs along a long and panorarric stretch of ridge, then begins
to descend among woods, dlive groves and high hill cultivated fields, up to the village of Collemencio, once the seat of a Roman
nunicipality -Uvinum Hortense- of which we can visit the acropdlis. Fromthe ruins we descend, skirting the hill, up to Bettona, always
acconpanied fromthe view of Assisi and Mount Subasio, on the ather side of the Valley.

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We start again fromthe Sanctuary and, after a short dlinh, we once agaiin reach the crest of Monte delle Gvitelle until we reach the Pomonting,
a wide gravel road with very lowtraffic flow; which leads us to Collemancia. (fountain, possibility of hospitality). Visit the inpressive ruins of the
Unvinum Hortense, path 936 takes you to the valley floor, where our itinerary runs along the right side of the Sambro stream In case of floods;,
clearly visible as you go down, keep to the dirt road that runs alongside it on the other side, less poetic, but safer. Once you reach the Urbrian
Valley, some local roads, frequented only by the inhabitants of the farmhouses, will take you to the town of Bettona
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
